Discussion

In some countries, especially in the European Union (EU), privacy laws are enacted that forbid the transfer of personal information (user name, phone number, age …) without the data subject’s consent. 

The end user himself is responsible for defining the corresponding privacy policies and always has the exclusive rights to modify them.
With other words, operator who provides SSO has to deploy features to give the user the control which data the operator SSO service provides to the 3rd party application service outside the operator’s domain.
