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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA1 thanks ETSI TISPAN for the liaison with the set of guidelines for national IP Interconnection in TISPAN(11)0111r2.  The TISPAN work on guidelines for national IP interconnection indeed has a relation with the work in 3GPP SA1 on IPXS. As requested herewith our comments:

· 3GPP SA1 aims for consistency between the requirements for the different forms of interconnect: IPX, national interconnect, or peering based business trunking

· As long as the work in ETSI TISPAN is restricted to aspects that are specific to national IP Interconnection then there is no overlap with the activity in SA1 on IPXS. In this perspective the achievements in ETSI TISPAN as documented in sections 5.4.8.1 -  5.4.8.4, 5.4.8.8 and section 6.1.1 of the attached draft text are welcomed. It is acknowledged that these sections do address topics that may of particular help to operators when drafting specifications for national IP interconnection. 
· The contents of the other section 5.4.8.5 (Domain name conventions), section 5.4.8.6 (Diversion header and History-Info header) and section 5.4.8.7 (SIP to/from SIP-I interworking) are viewed of general interest and also have relevance to the work in 3GPP on IPXS.

Consequently the following procedure for collaboration is proposed:

1. As part of the work in 3GPP on IPXS reference will be made to the deliverable being produced in ETSI TISPAN on the topics of national IP Interconnection. We propose that this typically refers to the text proposals for sections 5.4.8.1 -  5.4.8.4, 5.4.8.8 and section 6.1.1 of your deliverable. Please keep 3GPP informed about your progress on this work and let us know the precise details of the document we need to reference to in our deliverable for IPXS.

2. For the other sections 5.4.8.5 – 5.4.8.7 we would like to propose that 3GPP takes over these text parts as input to the work on IPXS since the considerations for these topics are of general interest. Please find attached the latest version of a related SA1 Technical Specification (22.228) and it is proposed that ETSI TISPAN makes reference to this deliverable as base material for service requirements regarding IP Interconnection.
