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1. Introduction
The SID description indicates: 

«network controlled discovery and communications between devices that are in proximity […] for: […] public safety»

And

«Public Safety, in case of absence of EUTRAN coverage (subject to regional regulation and operator policy, and limited to specific public-safety designated frequency bands and terminals)” 
We think it is important to clarify the needs for Public Safety.
2. Discussion

Different questions are foreseen, and Operators’ views are welcome:

· Should Public Safety communication enable to start when there is no eUTRAN coverage? Or instead should 3GPP consider that the maintenance (for a certain time) of the communication established before loss of eUTRAN coverage fulfils Public Safety need?

· If Public Safety service uses non-LTE frequency bands and terminals in case of lack of eUTRAN coverage, what is the level of 3GPP MNO control expected?
· Does the MNO need to ensure that some UEs do not abuse this service?
· Should we consider that the devices will have to manage LTE resources (and avoid interferences), that this service could be offered without such management or that a network-controlled resource management is still needed?
3. Proposal
It is proposed to discuss above points to clarify some of the Public Safety needs.
