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Introduction

This contribution proposes requirements a public safety off network use case for study in Section 5.x of FS_ProSe (TR 22.xxx).
NOTE: The requirements in this contribution uniquely relate to the Public Safety Off Network Use Case defined in S1-113165, but support for these requirements can also be found in other use cases like those defined in S1-113161 (Public Safety Biometric Services) and S1-113163 (Public Safety Multi-User Voice). Duplicative requirements in S1-113164 (Public Safety Multi-User Voice) and S1-113162 (Public Safety Biometric Services) are not provided.
Proposal

It is proposed to add the following to TR 22.xxx (FS_ProSe).

*** First Change ***
5.x Proximity Communications Requirements
General
[COMM] The direct mode of operation shall function if the individual user/device, upon power up, has not attached to a macro network.

[DISC] Discovery shall function if the individual user/device, upon power up, has not attached to a macro network.

[DISC] Discovery shall be supported in sufficient density to enable both a pedestrian and vehicular mobility model and peer/UE distribution.
Direct Mode – General
[COMM] The direct mode of operation shall provide the capability for an emergency message to be transmitted from an individual user/device to all individual users/devices, regardless of group membership.

[COMM] The direct mode of operation shall provide an emergency message the highest priority.

[COMM] The direct mode shall provide a mechanism to communicate directly between a group of devices in such a manner where delivery of a transmission to the group of devices requires a single, simultaneous transmission.
5.y Proximity System Operational Requirements
Communications – General

[OPS] The operator and authorized users shall be capable of configuring individual users/devices into multiple pre-configured and ad hoc user groups while solely in direct mode.

[OPS] The operator and authorized individual users/devices shall be able to prioritize both pre-configured and ad hoc user groups per individual user/device.
