SA1 Status Report and Related Contributions
3.1
SA1 Status Report

The SA1 Status Report from SA WG1 to TSG SA#55 in SP-120100 was presented for information and was Noted.

There were several questions and comments on the report:

Slide 9:
RIM commented that PWS security requirements may be needed so Rel-12 spec should be created. NSN and AT&T commented that the removal of the PWS security requirements apply for Rel-12, so there are no security requirements for Rel-12. RIM responded that SA3 is working on PWS security but now there are no Stage 1 requirements. AT&T clarified that there are no additional security requirements beyond what exists for Rel-11 and that security mechanisms outside of 3GPP scope are available.

The SA3 chairman indicated that SA3 is in the middle of a study phase of a work item and that SA3 agreed in their last meeting to do normative work for Rel-12 when the TR is complete. AT&T commented that this security aspect cannot apply to all PWS variants and must be optional. Vodafone supports the need for new requirements for the work in SA3. MCC confirmed that there is a Stage 1 aspects for the SA3 work item (PWS_Sec SP-110223), but that this is marked as complete. However, there seems to be a lot of confusion with the WID and this needs to be clarified.
SA chairman tasked SA1 and SA3 to review the PWS_Sec WID and find the best way to capture the Stage 1 requirement, keeping the CT WGs informed.
Slide 13:
Orange asked where the work on M2M gateways would be covered, and whether this is related to Rel-1 of ETSI TC M2M. Orange also said that GSMA Embedded Mobile Programme has MTC-related work that may need to be considered. SA1 chairman clarified that work on gateways will be started in the next SA1 meeting, under FS_MTCe. RME clarified this is already covered under the FS_MTCe WID.
SA2 chairman asked about SA1 plans for Rel-12 MTC requirements. SA1 chairman explained that SA1 plans to discuss a new Rel-12 work item on MTC in the next meeting. Verizon asked how the Rel-11 leftovers would be handled. SA2 chairman replied that work should continue on what was started in Rel-11. Vodafone said this is why SA1 has not yet agreed to a new MTC WI for Rel-12. SA chairman indicated that Rel-12 work will cover leftovers from the previous release but recommends WGs to improve on rationalisation and to remove obsolete items from WIDs.
Slide 17:
China Mobile indicated that for the open item on FS_ProSe, it is better to decide this in SA1 (see also discussion on related document SP-120131, in the next section)
3.2
Related Contributions

SP-120131 on ProSe Applicability was a company contribution proposing that FS_ProSe applies only to E-UTRAN. This was Noted.
Discussion:

SA1 chairman commented that this is a study item and that there is still time to discuss this in SA1. If SA1 cannot decide by the next meeting, then SA plenary can provide guidance. CMCC, Intel, Telecom Italia, Vodafone, Motorola Mobility prefer to decide this in SA1. TeliaSonera, Deutsche Telekom, NSN prefer to decide this now.

Intel commented that several levels of interworking with non-3GPP access can be achieved, but use cases and scenarios should be explored in SA1. ALU thinks that looking into all possible scenarios and use cases may not be beneficial. CMCC thinks that IWLAN scenarios are simpler and IWLAN should not be eliminated at this stage.
Verizon thinks that one aspect of this study is to alleviate signalling overload in the network and that this could be done via non-3GPP access. Verizon suggest that if there are concerns about delaying the work, SA1 could work on LTE. Qualcomm said that for the supporting companies, the study was only about 3GPP and LTE, Wifi Direct is not within scope as it is not clear how 3GPP can control those radios. This was supported by NSN.
T-Mobile US is concerned that limiting the scope to LTE would be problematic for operators with spectrum constraints and 3GPP should look at how to use network control with non-3GPP access. NSN acknowledges the spectrum limited cases, but questions how much should be specified in 3GPP as this seems to go beyond the usual scope.
For AT&T, public safety in US will be for LTE and not on non-3GPP access.
SA chairman concluded that there is consensus that LTE is in scope and encourages SA1 to work on LTE use cases and requirements. However, there is no consensus on whether non-3GPP technologies (covering WLAN, IWLAN, ANDSF, etc) are in scope or not. SA chairman asked SA1 to work on this aspect and try to get consensus in their next meeting. SA1 is given only one more meeting cycle to resolve this. The scope of the WID should also be updated to reflect any SA1 agreement.

Actions to SA1

4.1
Action Item SA1#58/1 (SA#55 AP 55/1)
SA WG1 and SA WG3 were asked to coordinate and align the PWS Security work for Rel-12. CT WG1 should also be kept informed of any changes to the requirements.

4.2
Action Item SA1#58/2 (SA#55 AP 55/2)

SA WG1 were asked to review the approved WID in TD SP-120184 (Integration of SSO frameworks with 3GPP networks), in particular whether there is a need to clarify the UICC and UICCless aspect, and bring any necessary changes to TSG SA#56.

Other actions to SA1

FS_ProSe and non-3GPP technologies
SA1 action #1: SA1 to decide in SA1#58 whether non-3GPP technologies are within scope of FS_ProSe by the next SA plenary. The SID should be updated to reflect any SA1 agreement.
Stage 1 and Stage 2 SIMTC
SA1 action #2: SA1 to review Stage 1 and Stage 2 of SIMTC and resolve any differences.
SP-120110: Proposed WID on Support for M2M service enablement
SA1 action #3: SA1 to clarify the scope of the work item and list specific aspects that need to be covered.

Other items of interest to SA1
· The Rel-12 Stage 1 freeze target was tentatively set for March 2013. This is the earliest possible date for the Stage 1 freeze. In the next SA plenary, the SA1 chairman is expected to provide feedback on whether this target date is suitable for the expected work in SA1. The target freeze data may be updated to a later date based on this feedback.
· A new CR template was approved in SP-120115 – main change is to the format of the date. Please use the new template for CRs submitted to SA1#58.

· A new WID template is expected to be approved in the next SA plenary in June.
