	Reason for change:

	There are no PWS security requirements in Release 10. However, operators need to prepare the population of pre-Release 11 USIMs resident on UICCs in the field for the introduction of Release 11 MEs which will support the PWS Warning Notification disabling mechanism approved at SA#55 in SP-120104.

The present document therefore proposes requirements for the USIM on the UICC.

	When Release 11 MEs are released to the market, some subscribers who transfer their pre-release11 UICCs to the Release 11 ME may not be protected from erroneous PWS Warning Notifications.

	At SA1#57 S1-120310 attempted to impose similar requirements on the PWS-UE. That CR was not agreed as Release 10 MEs are not required to support the PWS Warning Notification disabling mechanism. Thus the present proposal is limited to the USIM on the UICC.

Enabling and disabling of Warning Notifications

The PWS-UE shall be configured to receive all Warning Notifications.

It shall be possible for users to disable (e.g., opt-out) presentation of some or all of the Warning Notifications, subject to regulatory requirements and/or operator policy. The user shall be able to select PWS-UE enabling/disabling options via the User Interface to disable, or later enable, the PWS-UE behavior in response to some or all Warning Notifications.  Depending on the regional/regulatory requirements, the user shall be able to receive Warning Notifications in one or more selected languages.

The HPLMN operator shall be able instruct the USIM on the UICC to ignore all PWS Warning Notifications, depending on whether or not they are received with security protection, in the HPLMN and in PLMNs equivalent to it, by means of a setting on the USIM.

The HPLMN operator shall be able to instruct the USIM on the UICC to ignore all PWS Warning Notifications, depending on whether or not they are received with security protection in the VPLMN, by means of a setting on the USIM. 
NOTE 1:
Non-existing or empty USIM data files results in all Warning Notifications being presented to the PWS application.

NOTE 2: There is no security protection of Warning Notifications. Therefore the effect of activating the USIM setting which instructs the PWS-UE to ignore all Warning Notifications without security protection in the HPLMN/VPLMN will be that the PWS-UE ignores all Warning Notifications in the HPLMN/VPLMN.
