Scenario and Use Case X
(Real time RAN Sharing OAM&P)

4.X.1      Description

This use case describes the situation of a Hosting RAN Provider sharing specified portions of its RAN resources within a specific spectrum available in a deployed RAN in a specific geographic region with other Participating Operators. In such a scenario the Hosting RAN Provider provides to each Participating Operators real time access to manage the shared RAN resources allocated to that Participating Operator.  The Hosting RAN Provider manages each Participating Operator access to a set of OAM&P capabilities to manage the shared RAN resources allocated or granted to that Participating Operator. 
4.X.2      Pre-conditions

The Hosting RAN Provider allocates or grants portions of its RAN resources with one or more Participating Operators. 
4.X.3      Service Flows

1. The Hosting RAN Provider allocates a portion of its RAN resources to a Participating Operator.
2. The Hosting RAN Operator provides access permissions to the Participating operator to manage only the resources allocated or granted to that Participating Operator.

3. The Hosting RAN Provider provides access permissions to the Participating Operator to manage only the RAN resources allocated or granted to that Participating Operator.

4. The Participating Operator performs the management tasks on the RAN resources which the Hosting RAN Provider provided access permissions.

4.X.4      Post-conditions

The Hosting RAN Provider is able to control the management tasks that the Participating Operator is able to perform on the shared RAN resources.
The Participating Operator is able to perform the management tasks that the Hosting RAN Provider allows on the shared RAN resources.

The Participating Operator is able manage the resources allocated to that Participating Operator.
4.X.5      Requirements

1. The Hosting RAN Provider shall be able to set or limit access permissions for each Participating Operator’s access to perform specific management tasks on the shared RAN resources.
2. The RAN shall limit each Participating Operator to perform management tasks only on the portion of resources allocated or granted to that Participating Operator.

3. The RAN shall support Participating Operator’s performing management tasks on the shared RAN resources including in the shared RAN.
