Identifiers

The requirements for MTC related to identifiers include the following:
-
The system shall be able to uniquely identify the ME.

-
The system shall be able to uniquely identify the MTC Subscriber.
- 
The 3GPPoperator shall be able to store the identifier on the USIM and the UE shall make it available to the applications.
NOTE 1: 
The last requirement is intended to make the public identifiers available at the applications on the UE. The identifier is subscription information and it is needed by the applications to register to the application platforms through the network.
NOTE 2: 
The first two requirements above also apply to human-to-human communications. However, for Machine-Type Communication identifiers will have to be able to cater for a number of identifiers at least two orders of magnitude higher than for human-to-human communications.

The system shall provide mechanisms for the network operator to efficiently manage numbers and identifiers related to MTC Subscribers.
