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Introduction

This contribution discusses the issue of keeping the definition of proximity as it is currently defined (May 2012). In addition, this contribution also argues for leaving the specification of proximity criteria to other groups.
Discussion

The definitions section in the TR 22.803 includes an Editor’s note to the definition of proximity:

“The Proximity definition could be split in two specific definitions for discovery proximity and communication proximity. This is FFS”. 

The reasons for keeping the definition unchanged is twofold: 

1. The definition of proximity already states that the criteria “can be different for discovery and communication”, and 

2. An explicit list of criteria can only be drafted after a solution for the ProSe feature is defined – and this is done by other groups (SA2, RAN). Afterwards, a potential list of criteria and their broad classification (e.g., geographic, network reachability) can be drawn.

Reason #2 is also the reason for opting not to define the actual set of proximity criteria in this TR.  Another reason is that we cannot be sure that the list is exhaustive, or that it does not include some criteria that will prove to be unachievable for [at least one of] the solutions. 
Proposal

It is proposed to change the following in the TR 22.803 (FS_ProSe).

Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

Proximity: proximity is determined (“a UE is in proximity of another UE”) when given proximity criteria are fulfilled. Proximity criteria can be different for discovery and communication
