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Abstract: This contribution proposes a use case to support that ProSe communication can be enabled without activating ProSe Discovery

Discussion
If 2 users know that they are close to each other, and their UE is configured with appropriate information, e.g. the identity of each other, the 2 users may initiate ProSe communication without activating ProSe discovery phase. This is beneficial because it will reduce power consumption without activating ProSe Discovery.
Proposal 
It is proposed to add the following text to TR 22.803 V0.3.0 (FS_ProSe).

Description
This use case describes a use case for ProSe communication without ProSe discovery.

Pre-Conditions

An operator offers a service which makes use of ProSe feature, in which:

· The operator is able to establish a new user traffic session using E-UTRA ProSe communication
· The operator is able to switch user traffic from an infrastructure communication path to a E-UTRA ProSe communication path. 

In addition to that, the following assumptions are made:

· Mary and Peter use ProSe-enabled devices;

· Mary and Peter are subscribed to an operator service that allows them to use ProSe.
· Mary and Peter’s UE have disabled the ProSe Discovery capability.
5.1.x.3
Service Flow
Mary and Peter are engaged in a data session (including one or more flows) that is being routed over the MNO’s core network infrastructure. 

As Peter moves within proximity of Mary, Peter and Mary notice that their data session can be switched to E-UTRA ProSe communication path.
Peter or Mary may request the system to move one or more flows of the data session to E-UTRA ProSe communication path without going through ProSe Discovery procedure.

At some point later, the data session may be switched back to the infrastructure path.

Requirements

In addition to the requirements in clause 5.1.5 the following apply:
The E-UTRA ProSe Communication shall be possible without enabling ProSe Discovery function.

It shall be possible to establish a new user traffic session via E-UTRA ProSe Communication path without enabling ProSe Discovery function.

It shall be possible to move a user traffic session between E-UTRA ProSe communication path and infrastructure path without enabling ProSe Discovery function.
The switch between E-UTRA ProSe communication path and the infrastructure path may be requested by user.

The establishment of a new user traffic session via E-UTRA ProSe Communication path may be requested by user.
