SA1 Status Report

The SA1 Status Report from SA WG1 in SP-120518 was presented for information and was Noted.

The SA1 Chairman also indicated that due to the lack of progress on GCSE_LTE and ProSe (i.e. normative WID on ProSe has not been agreed), a regular SA1 meeting limited to topics related to public safety may be needed before the January SA1 meeting (SA1#61). This is in addition to the SA1 ad hoc on GCSE_LTE scheduled for November in Edinburgh.
There were two comments on the report:

Slide 22:
For the new IMSSat WID, the CT Chairman indicated that there is a related LS from CT to SA in SP-120636. CT1 already agreed the CR. See further discussion in section 5.2.
Slide 41:
France Telecom asked about the completion of normative ProSe work by the Stage 1 freeze date. The SA1 Chairman indicated that SA1 should agree a normative ProSe work item by the next SA1 meeting, and the additional January meeting should give more time to work on this topic. The SA1 Chairman also added that even before a normative ProSe WID is agreed, companies can already improve the potential requirements documented in TR 22.803 to prepare them to be easily moved to normative specification.

SA1 action #1: SA1 to provide status update of public safety work to RAN from the SA1 Edinburgh meeting. This will allow RAN to plan their Rel-12 work.

5.1
Topics related to Public Safety
SP-120630 from Vodafone on Considerations for Public Safety
SP-120631 from Vodafone on Draft WID for Public Safety
Summary:

Discussion paper highlights the status of the current public safety work in 3GPP and proposes the use of an umbrella public safety work item to ensure work is co-ordinated across the different TSGs.

Discussion:

Discussed whether the work item should cover public safety only or whether a more generic work item that also covers non-public safety aspects is needed. NIST, AT&T, Qualcomm and Deutsche Telekom prefer to have a generic work item and not draw out public safety aspects separately. It was commented that having a separate public safety WID would duplicate work and risk having duplicate solutions for public safety and non-public safety use. Telecom Italia does not agree that work would be duplicated and thinks that there is no clear need for the commercial use cases.

Deutsche Telekom commented that an umbrella WID is not useful as SA1 would still have to agree the buidling block WID(s) and suggested to use the work plan to track public safety work.

Vodafone commented that there is a risk that even at the SA1 November meeting that the scope for a normative ProSe WID cannot be agreed and so would like to make some progress in the discussion in SA.

Offline drafting discussions:

Vodafone drafted a simpler version of the WID to see if the scope could be agreed, indicating that this is for public safety but that some commercial use cases not precluded. SA chairman said that the intention is to have this for Rel-12 so consensus is needed so that normative work can start. There was a discussion of whether this WID should be approved in SA – Telecom Italia and the SA1 chairman prefers SA1 to agree the WID rather than to approve it directly in SA.

It was also pointed out that interaction between new features related to public safety e.g. ProSe with existing UE functionalities e.g. CSFB need to be clarified in the Stage 1 requirements.

In the end, companies could not agree to approve a WID in SA as some companies could not see the value of the WID, others thought SA1 should agree the WID instead. However, companies were happier to send some guidance to SA1 via an LS, although Telecom Italia did not agree with this.

Conclusion:

LS sent to SA1 in SP-120651 instructing SA1 to agree a normative ProSe WID. See section 5.2.

SA1-related Liaison Statements
· SP-120636 LS from CT to SA (Cc SA1, CT1) on DVB-RCS2 access technology: 

CT has approved a CR to 24.229 for Rel-11 and asks if there are any concerns to have this in Rel-11 instead of Rel-12. The SA1 Chairman explained that the Stage 1 text is a list of examples of supported accesses and not normative. Therefore, implementation of Stage 3 in Rel-11 is acceptable even though related Stage 1 text is in Rel-12.
· SP-120461 LS from ITU-R WP 5D on use of IMT for Broadband PPDR applications:

WP 5D starting work on public safety. RAN to provide some feedback to WP 5D in December. SA1 Chairman indicated that SA should wait until December to review the progress of SA1 work on this topic before providing feedback to WP 5D. Postponed to December.

· SP-120460 LS from OMA DM on White Paper for M2M Device Classification v1.0

OMA DM requesting feedback on their white paper. Forwarded by SA to SA1 to review and to provide feedback.

· SP-120651 LS from SA on Progression of normative ProSe work
SA instructs SA1 to agree normative ProSe WID in SA1#60 and that the requirements should ensure that the resulting system can be used for both Public Safety and non-Public Safety services, where possible.

Other topics
· SP-120624 on TSG SA Workshop on Release 12 and beyond
Summary:

Proposes a one-day SA workshop at SA#58 in December in order to provide strategic guidance to SA WGs for Rel-12 prioritisation and post-Release 12 work.

Discussion:

Discussed whether the workshop should focus on Rel-12 aspects only, or whether future releases should be included. There was also a discussion on the expectation on the input presentations to the workshop, what companies are expected to submit, and what results are expected from the workshop. It was agreed the the workshop should go ahead, but the process needs further clarification.

Conclusion:

The workshop will focus on Rel-12 topics only and the process has been updated in SP-120658.
· SP-120550 from the SA2 chairman on Project Review Proposal for TSG SA#58
Summary:
Proposes process for SA2 Rel-12 project review at SA#58 (Dec).

Discussion:

Discussed the relationship of this process with the SA workshop. The detailed process proposed was also discussed. SA chairman indicated that the SA workshop would provide high level strategic goals for SA2 and the detailed Rel-12 prioritisation for SA2 would be done in March/June SA meetings.
