ProSe Discovery: a process that identifies that a UE is in proximity of another, using E-UTRA. Discovery can be performed by ProSe-enabled UEs and/or the EPC.
ProSe Communication: a communication between two UEs in proximity by means of an E-UTRA or WLAN communication path established between the UEs. The communication path could for example be established directly between the UEs or routed via local eNB(s).
