Potential Requirements

Subject to operator policy and user consent, a ProSe-enabled UE with WLAN capability mayshall be able to establish WLAN ProSe communications with another ProSe-enabled UE, based on ProSe Discovery and WLAN configuration information from the 3GPP EPC. These UEs must be served by the same PLMN, but they can be roaming.

The 3GPP EPC shall be able to provide configuration information to ProSe-enabled UEs for the purpose of establishing a secure WLAN direct connection. ProSe communications.
The EPC shall enable confidentiality and integrity for WLAN ProSe communications.
The HPLMN operator shall be able to authorize network assistance in establishing WLAN ProSe communications in case of roaming.
The operator shall be able to turn on or off network assistance in establishing WLAN ProSe communications for inbound roamers.
Both the HPLMN and VPLMN operators shall be able to charge for network assistance in establishing WLAN ProSe communications.
