1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks SA2 for their liaison statement on SIPTO clarification in S1-122318/S2-123394. 

From Release 10, TS 22.101 indicates:

4.3.5.1
Common Requirements for SIPTO in the Mobile Operator Network and SIPTO at the Local Network

It shall be possible to offload selected traffic (e.g. internet) towards a defined IP network close to the UE's point of attachment to the access network.

The following requirements apply to Selected IP Traffic Offload:
[…]

It shall be possible to perform Selected IP Traffic Offload for pre-Release 10 UEs.
SA2’s current understanding is that this requirement only applies to SIPTO on the granularity of APNs (e.g. all Internet traffic), and not for SIPTO on the granularities of IP flows. For the support of SIPTO on the granularity of IP flows, SA2’s current understanding is that per IP flow routing policies are provided to the UE (e.g. via ANSDF), which are then used by the UE to offload selected IP traffic. This requires special support by the UEs, which will be standardized as part of Rel-12.
SA1 Answer: 
SA2 understanding is correct. The general requirement referenced above applies to pre-Release10 UEs only for SIPTO with the granularity of APNs. 
SA1 has agreed attached CRs to align SA1 TS 22.101 from Release 10.
