1 Introduction

This contribution proposes modifications to two requirements that mention service area.  These changes are intended to clarify that there are two significant categories of group calls: those that are limited to group members within a specific geographic area, and those without such a limitation.
The first change, in clause 4.1.2, proposes to delete the phrase ‘for a given area’ in support of general public safety requirements for group communications not be constrained to a specific area.  For example, a dispatcher back in the home office may be a group member participating in the group communication.  Additionally, ProSe may be used to extend group communications to group members who move outside of a specific service area during the course of a group communication event.
The second change, in clause 4.2.1, clarifies that in when circumstances require a group communication to have a limited geographical scope, it may be limited to either cell or sector.  And further, that group communications will then only be available to group members served within the specified cells/sectors.

4.2.1
Groups with limited geographical scope
The network shall enable the application layer to restrict Group communications for given groups on a per cell(s) basis. In this case group members shall be able to receive and/or transmit only while served by the specific cell(s).
