Introduction

This contribution proposes that the network provides a mechanism for the group call control entity to specify values for the setup and hang timers for group calls.  
There can be a wide variety of groups and group calls. The public safety community has expressed the desire that the group call behaviour of broadband systems (LTE) is identical or as close as possible to the group call types provided by the narrowband systems (e.g. P.25 or TETRA). This requires that the broadband system allows maximum flexibility to the group call control entity to define the parameters of the group call, in this case the timers.
