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1 Introduction

This contribution proposes clarification to clause 4.1.3.
The title is changed to clearly indicate the content is recommendations rather than requirements, as evidenced by the use of the term ‘should’ rather than ‘shall’.

The leading sentence is modified to clarify that these recommendations are intended for consideration by the RAN and CN groups which will develop the detailed requirements based on full consideration of what is realistic and feasible.

The clause ‘for group communication’ is added to two of the recommendations for clarity.

The times specified below are for consideration in the development of detailed RAN/CN requirements.
The system should provide a setup time less or equal to 300 ms for group communications.

The time to resume or restore reception of a group communication should be less or equal to 300 ms

The end-to-end delay for media transport for group communications should be less or equal to 150 ms.
