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Abstract: Discussions at the GCSE_LTE Ad Hoc meeting in Edinburg focused extensively on architectural issues, specifically the split between application level and transport level requirements.  This contribution attempts to bring discussions back to a higher level, and proposes fundamental service requirements of a group communication system/enabler without assuming implementations.

4.1.1
High Level Requirements

· The EPS shall provide support for UEs to be able to dynamically participate in communications within different groups as and when needed by the user. 

· A UE using group communication shall be able to acknowledge receipt of a group communication call setup, if requested so by the application.
· If requested by the application, tThe EPS shall ensure that all UEs in a given area acknowledge receipt of a group communication setup before the transmission will proceed.
· If requested by the application, the EPS shall allow a group communication call setup to proceed without acknowledgement of the call setup from a subset of UEs which are a target of the group communication, including a subset which contains all UEs.
· If requested by the application, the EPS shall ensure that all UEs in a given area receiving a group communication, who remain in the given area and remain able to receive the communication, shall continue to receive the transmission until the transmission terminates. 
· A UE receiving a group communication shall be able to dynamically choose the bearer modes that are received from the group communication if allowed by the application.

· A UE transmitting in a group communication shall be able to dynamically add and delete bearer modes to the group communication if allowed by the application. 
· The EPS shall be able to support UEs that are authorized to receive, but not transmit on some groups. including preventing the UE from transmitting group communication setup requests for those groups.
