Priority and Pre-emption of GCSE Communication

- The EPS shall support at least n different priority levels.
- The network operator shall be able to provide each priority level with the right to pre-empt lower priority traffic.
- With each group communication setup request the application shall provide the EPS with the priority level to be used for the setup.

- The EPS shall serve the pending highest priority request before all other pending lower priority requests.
- When sufficient resources are not available to serve the request the EPS shall try to free up resources by first degrading QoS for lower priority traffic, and then, if needed, pre-empting suitable lower priority traffic, provided the requested priority level for the setup allows pre-emption.  If there are still insufficient resources to serve the request the EPS shall wait until sufficient resources become available and then immediately serve the request. In this case the EPS shall notify the requesting application that it is waiting for the resources to become available.
