All the SA1 exception requests (for ProSe, GCSE_LTE, IMS_WebRTC and ASAC) have been granted.
Of the 19 SA1 documents presented to SA for approval:

· 18 were approved without revision;
· 1 was noted and replaced by a company contribution due to editorial changes which was then approved.

SA1 Status Report

The SA1 Status Report from SA WG1 in SP-130103 was presented for information and was Noted.
There were several comments on the report:

Slide 24:
NTT DOCOMO asked what service continuity between ProSe and GCSE_LTE meant. The SA1 Chairman clarified that there were originally requirements for a group call in network coverage to continue via ProSe when group members move out of coverage. However, SA1 received feedback from the TETRA community and PS authorities that this feature is nice to have but not necessary for Rel-12. Since this is not a requirement per se, it has not been documented in SA1 specifications.
Slide 19:
The SA2 Chairman said that SA1 and SA2 had a joint meeting to cover M2M service enablement but there was not enough time to address this and suggested that this could be discussed in a joint meeting in San Diego. The SA1 Chairman replied that the SA1 San Diego meeting covers only ProSe and GCSE_LTE, so this will not be possible.
Slide 32:
The SA2 Chairman asked whether the ProSe TR in 22.803 will be updated. The SA1 Chairman replied that SA1 was asked to stop contributing CRs to TR 22.803 and to focus efforts on the normative requirements.
Slide 13:
Intel commented that the SA1 WID for MTCe-SRM may need further clean-up, see discussion of document SP-130105 in section 6.
