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Abstract: Proposes the addition of sections 4.3.2 (Services to the UE) and 4.3.3 (UE requests of the network); to include requirements when using a group communication.
When a UE first becomes active on the network,
- the UE may have been pre-programmed with groups that it is a member of;
- the UE does not know which group(s) from its list are present within the network at this point.

the group(s) present within the network may or may not have an active group communication in progress.
Therefore the EPS must provide a notification to the UE of the group(s) that the UE is authorized to be a member of is present even when the group does not have an active group communication ongoing.
4.3.2
Services to the UE

The EPS shall provide a mechanism to notify a UE of active Group Communications for which that UE is a member when the UE becomes reachable (e.g., powers on, moves into ProSe range, attaches to the network).

The EPS shall provide a mechanism to notify a UE of Groups that are present in the network for which the UE is a member.

The EPS shall provide a mechanism to notify all reachable UEs that are members of a group when a Group Communication is initiated.

The first UE that has data to send on a particular group, must have the ability to initiate the request to have the Group Communication established, if not already done pre-established, to all available and reachable members of that group.

Any UE after the first UE must have the ability to use the group communications (considering media type) prior to the Group Communication resources being released.
The distinction here is the differentiation of the initial request to use the Group Communications and the use/requests by other members of an existing Group Communication during the lifetime of the Group Communication.
4.3.3
UE requests of network

A UE that is a member of a GCSE Group shall be able to initiate a Group Communication for that GCSE Group.
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
