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1. Introduction
This paper proposes to remove the note on Group communication setup requirements added in SA1#61 meeting. 
2. Discussion and Rationale for proposed changes:

In last SA1 meeting, Group communication setup requirements have an open issue on when the notification will be sent and what is the content for this notification from EPS to the APP layer, during the setup procedures.
However in our understanding this note touches what Stage 2 is doing. When to send the notification and the content of the notification are really dependent on the architecture design. The current normative text in the TS already shows a very generic requirement to sufficiently allow Stage 2 further analysis what kind of parameters shall be exchanged between the EPS and APP layer.
Consequently the intention of the note shall be addressed in SA2 instead of SA1 and it is proposed to remove this note from SA1 specification.

The EPS shall provide the means for the application to setup, release, and modify a multipoint service with a preferred QoS.

The EPS shall notify the application layer of the outcome of a request to setup, release, or modify a multipoint service.
