4.1. X.2	Group communication for one-to-multi 
The Public safety UE can form a group for himself; he can transmit request information for other Public safety UE(s). The Public safety UE can create a group and share Public safety information. For example, a user occur road accident, and Public safety UE must be sent the Public safety information such as emerging high-priority emergency event for Public safety UE(s).

4.1. X.3	Group communication for multi-to-one 
The Public safety UE must join the group from the request information by other Public safety UE(s) in a group of owner(s), for example: The Public safety UE is rescuing in a building when another earthquake strikes and traps him there that he receives the Public safety information such as physiological information and position from other UE(s).
