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SA1 thanks SA3-LI for their LS  SA3LI13_033r1 on Proximity Services and Lawful Interception and would like to provide the following answers.


a. SA3-LI kindly requests SA1 to provide a list of services that a ProSe UE can access via ProSe communications. 

SA1 has not defined a specific list of services that a UE can access via ProSe communications, but all services in TS22.278 Release-12 apply. Prose communication includes one-to-one, as well as one-to-many and one-to-all.
In addition, ProSe has the Discovery Service that may provide a UE information about another UE within proximity. Details about the nature of the information exchanged is expected to be defined by SA2.
b. SA3-LI kindly requests clarify if SA1’s intention is that all ProSe communications be encrypted. 

The security requirements of TS22.278 apply to ProSe. According to SA1 ProSe requirements, all the ProSe communications are required to be readable only by authorized parties. The use of encryption would be according to operator policy.

For further details on ProSe Security, Authorization and Privacy Requirements, please see sec. 9.4 in TS 22.278
c. SA3-LI kindly requests SA1 for the expected radio spectrum policy for ProSe including relay use.

Radio spectrum policy is outside the scope of SA1.
Prose as part of the EPS shall respect local regulatory frameworks on the use of licensed spectrum, so multiple different policies may be supported.

Generally, it is intended that ProSe is deployable in any allocated commercial LTE spectrum and in Public Safety spectrum. Public Safety ProSe is also supported for out of network coverage. 

d. SA3-LI would like to draw SA1’s attention to the EU requirement to support data retention.  While data retention is outside the scope of SA3-LI, the data retention for UE-UE direct communications may require some additional consideration
Support of regulatory requirements is described in sec. 9.4 in TS 22.278.
SA1 points out that charging is required for ProSe, even for out of coverage communications.
Actions:

To SA3-LI: SA1 asks SA3-LI to take to above clarifications into account for their work.
To SA3 and SA2: SA1 ask to take note of above clarifications.
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
