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1. Introduction
This paper proposes to modify the description on High level requirements agreed in SA1#61 meeting. 
2. Discussion and Rationale for proposed changes:

In last SA1 meeting it was agreed to add a new requirement as “the network shall have the ability to indicate the support of GCSE”. However it is confusing on indicating whom and what needs to be indicated in this sentence. An application that uses 3GPP service of course would make a service layer agreement with the network operator and therefore such indication is not needed for the application.  In addition such extra indication seems not necessary to devices as well, assuming that the enabler provides a few features while each feature has its own way for the UE to know when and how to use. Therefore this sentence seems not necessary as a requirement.
Secondly, the note “Groups are solely created, deleted, and maintained by applications that are outside the scope of 3GPP” seems to make group management into application layer. It is true that the application-layer group shall be managed by application layer, however it is also stated that “the EPS shall be able to uniquely identify a group” which indicates that the EPS has awareness of group information. In this case, every change of the group handling upon application layer would result in impact on identifying a group within EPS, and therefore this note seems outdated and shall be removed.

4.1.1
High Level Requirements

The ability of a UE to make use of the Group Communication System Enabler provided by the 3GPP system shall be enabled on a per subscription basis. 
The system shall provide a mechanism to indicate network support of Group Communication System Enabler to the UE.
The UE shall have the ability to indicate the network support of Group Communication System Enabler to the user.
Group Communication System Enabler shall support various media such as voice, video or data (e.g. messaging or supplementary data like maps) in any combination.

Note: 
The application layer making use of the Group Communication System Enablers is out of scope of this work. 
Groups are solely created, deleted, and maintained by applications that are outside the scope of 3GPP. 

The EPS shall be able to uniquely identify a group.

The EPS shall provide a mechanism to send a Group Communication to all group members within that EPS.

Only UEs that are members of the GCSE Group shall be able to transmit to or receive from that GCSE Group via Group Communication.

The system EPS shall provide support for authorized UEs to be able to dynamically participate in communications within different groups as and when needed by the user.
