During the lifetime of a group communication the real-time membership of the group communication may change (e.g., device may be turned off, leave coverage area)  In the worst case if all members leave the group communication, then the remaining UE would need to know that no other members remain. Similarly new UEs may be turned on or arrive into the coverage area).
4.2.2
Services provided during an on-going Group Communication

An entity shall be able to request a notification for when specific UE(s) leave a Group Communication.

A notification shall be provided to the requesting entity when a UE leaves a Group Communication (e.g., device may be turned off, leave coverage area).

Note: During the lifetime of a Group Communication the participants of the Group Communication may change (e.g., device may be turned off, leave coverage area).  In the worst case if all members, except one,  leave the Group Communication, then the remaining UE would need to know that no other members remain.  Similarly new UEs may be turned on or arrive into the coverage area).
