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Abstract: This contribution suggests modifications to section 3.1, definitions, of TS 22.468 by modifying the definitions of Group Communication (separation of ProSe); by deleting the ProSe Group definition (more appropriately defined in ProSe (see S1-132017 (CR)) and Editor’s note; and by inserting a definition for Member.
Reason for first change:

Group Communication is independent of the method of accessing the EPS.  Group communication may be with devices in the EPC and not accessing via E-UTRAN or ProSe Group Communications. Therefore the definition should be kept independent of the access method.

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

GCSE Group: A set of members that are entitled to participate in a group communication service. 
Group Communication: communication among members of a GCSE Group that may involve various media.
Group Communication System Enabler (GCSE): A 3GPP feature enabling an application layer functionality to provide group communication over E-UTRAN.

Reason for second change:
Since GCSE Group’s definition is “a set of members …” The GCSE Group identifies a set.  

Substituting the term, member, with UE in the GCSE Group definition, does not permit using another GCSE Group as a member.

If one wants to join two GCSE Groups, one could list all UEs in both GCSE groups under one new GCSE group, or just use the two previous GCSE Groups.  This method permits expansion by reference, rather than by value.  The end result would be the same when expanded (a list of UEs).

In some public safety systems there is a concept called an “Announcement Group,” which is a group of groups.  Using this definition of the term, member, permits an announcement group to be constructed in the manner that it represents.

Member: a UE or a set identifier.
Multipoint Service: A service used to distribute the same content to many UEs in a resource efficient way.
