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Abstract: Proposes several improvements to text on interaction with ProSe, including introducing term "ProSe UE-to-Network Relay" and clarifying that ProSe Communication paths can be used when not served by E-UTRAN.

Introduction

This contribution proposes several improvements to text on interaction with ProSe and interaction with emergency calls.

Individual proposed changes
The proposed changes to clause 5.1 (Emergency calling) include the following:

· editorial corrections (capitalise term "Group Communications") 

· change negative requirement "shall not be affected" to positive requirement "shall be unaffected"

The proposed changes to clause 5.2 (Interaction with ProSe) include the following:

· editorial corrections (capitalise term "Group Communications") 

· clarify that "functionality provided by ProSe for group communications" means "ProSe Group Communication and ProSe UE-to-Network Relay"

· use term "ProSe-enabled UE" in place of "if ProSe is supported by UE"
· clarify that ProSe Communication paths can be used when not served by E-UTRAN

· re-word requirement (3rd item in clause 5.2.2) that states under which conditions a UE can relay Group Communications and introduce term "ProSe UE-to-Network Relay" in place of "UE acting as a relay"

· re-word requirement (4th item in clause 5.2.2) that states relaying is done on a per group basis, remove "entitled" to relay (as this is already covered in the previous requirement) and introduce term "ProSe UE-to-Network Relay" in place of "UE acting as a relay"

Interaction with other Services and Functions

5.1
Emergency calling

The ability for a UE to make an emergency call [5] shall be unaffected by being in a Group Communication. 

5.2
Interaction with ProSe
5.2.1
EPC and E-UTRAN Capabilities
If EPC and E-UTRAN support ProSe, the EPC and E-UTRAN shall be able to make use of ProSe Group Communication and ProSe UE-to-Network Relay for Group Communication, if appropriate.

5.2.2
Capabilities of GCSE enabled UEs

A ProSe-enabled UE not served by E-UTRAN shall be able to support Group Communication based on ProSe Communication paths.
A ProSe-enabled UE  shall be able to dynamically express its interest in receiving, via a ProSe UE-to-Network Relay, the Group Communications of one or more GCSE Groups for which it is authorized.
A ProSe UE-to-Network Relay shall be able to relay Group Communication to/from ProSe Communication paths, if the following conditions apply:
· the GCSE Group is allowed to be relayed; and

· the ProSe UE-to-Network Relay is allowed to relay Group Communication. 
A ProSe UE-to-Network Relay shall be able to restrict the relayed Group Communication on a per group basis
