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Abstract: Proposes changes to section 5.2.3; A) Since the application layer is out of scope the requirement is not applicable.  The requirement for the network is to synchronize its group with ProSe group (and visa versa) as soon as possible, however the trigger should not be the application layer.  B) Access to GCSE Group and ProSe group should not be restricted to ProSe and E-UTRAN.  A dispatcher’s console, which may not be using either ProSe or E-UTRAN, needs to be a member of the group and have access to it.

Relationship between ProSe and GCSE for Group Communications
A GCSE Group and a corresponding ProSe group, shall be able to be configured in a way that the addressed members of the GCSE group and the addressed members of the ProSe group are the same.
