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1 Introduction

This document discusses missing requirements related to aspects of ProSe UE-to-UE Relay. SA1 has yet to specify the dimensions requirements for ProSe UE-to-UE Relaying.
2 Discussion
A ProSe Relay use case is presented in [1]. The use case description states: This use case describes the scenario where a given UE acts as a communication relay for one or more UEs. Figure 1 presents a diagrammatic representation of the use case where UE B provides a relaying function for UEs A and C.
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Figure 1 A diagrammatic representation of the ProSe Relay use case.
A further examples of where a ‘UE acts as a communication relay for one or more UEs’ is provided in Figure 2. In this example UE B provides a relaying function for UEs A, C, D and E.
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Figure 2 A further example of a ‘UE acts as a communication relay for one or more UEs’.
Therefore based on the ProSe Relay use case it is proposed to limit ProSe UE-to-UE Relaying to that depicted in Figure 2, i.e. a UE acts as a relay for UEs to which it is directly connected.
