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Abstract: This contribution proposes the following high level requirements to TS22.468 for the services offered on the interface between the application layer and the 3GPP network.

High Level Requirements

Services offered on the interface between 3GPP network  and the application layer

1. The EPS shall provide to the application layer the means to setup, release, and modify a multipoint service with a preferred QoS and other applicable parameters.  

2. The EPS shall validate the parameters in the request to setup or modify a multipoint service for the permission values as specified by the group’s subscription information. For e.g. the parameter check can include checks for QoS, geographic area etc.

3. The EPS shall provide the means to notify the application layer of the outcome of a request to setup, release, or modify a multipoint service.

4. The EPS shall provide the means to notify the application layer of any updates in the status of an established or on-going multipoint service.

5. The EPS shall provide the means for the GCSE application server to query the number of interested parties for multipoint service for a particular group to aid the GCSE application server to determine the type of service i.e.  point to point or multipoint for the group call.
