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SA1 thanks SA3-LI for their LS  SA3LI13_033r1 on Proximity Services and Lawful Interception and would like to provide the following answers.


a. SA3-LI kindly requests SA1 to provide a list of services that a ProSe UE can access via ProSe communications. 

SA1 has not defined a precise list of services that a ProSe UE can access via ProSe communications, however the following sets of “information exchange” are possible, for both Public/non-Public Safety scenarios:

· For Proximity Discovery  -  information on discovered ProSe UE may vary from simple presence associated with the identity and/or “distance range” (between discoveree and discovered) to more elaborate textual messages, e.g. for advertising purposes or private announcements

· For Proximity Communication: information can be exchanged via e.g. voice call, data transfer, messaging, chat, real-time video, etc. This is valid for one-to-one Communication (for both Public Safety and non-Public Safety), as well as for one-to-many, one-to-all (for Public Safety only).
b. SA3-LI kindly requests clarify if SA1’s intention is that all ProSe communications be encrypted. 

According to SA1 ProSe requirements, all the ProSe communications are required to be readable only by authorized parties. This includes the information related to:
· Discovery: ability to “discover” and “be discoverable”; 
· Communication:  one-to-one (for both Public Safety and non-Public Safety), as well as one-to-many, one-to-all (for Public Safety only).

For further details on ProSe Security, Authorization and Privacy Requirements, please see sec. 9.4 in TS 22.278
c. SA3-LI kindly requests SA1 for the expected radio spectrum policy for ProSe including relay use.

The EPS shall respect local regulatory frameworks on the use of licensed spectrum, so multiple different policies may be supported. SA1 didn’t make any specific assumption on spectrum policies for ProSe. Relay is envisage only for  the Public Safetycase, where only one hop relay support is required..
d. SA3-LI would like to draw SA1’s attention to the EU requirement to support data retention.  While data retention is outside the scope of SA3-LI, the data retention for UE-UE direct communications may require some additional consideration
The respect of regulatory requirements is a mandatory requirement for Prose. SA1 thanks SA3 for the suggestion and will consider the need for potential  further considerations on the subject
