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1. Introduction
This paper proposes to clarify requirements on priority and pre-emption agreed in SA1#61 meeting. 
2. Discussion and Rationale for proposed changes:

In last SA1 meeting, requirements on priority and pre-emption are agreed as below:
- The EPS shall provide a mechanism to support at least n priority levels for Group Communication

- The EPS shall provide a mechanism to reassign the priority level of a Group Communication.

- The network operator shall be able to configure each priority level with the ability to pre-empt lower priority traffic.

- Based on operator policy the EPS shall provide a mechanism to allow pre-emption of lower priority traffic.
Based upon the LS received from TETRA, it is clear that the first bullet is needed to support different priority of Group Communications. However it is unclear about the three bullets highlighted in yellow, that why the EPS can reassign priority for Group Communication and how does EPS treat these priorities and pre-emption.

From the sourcing company’s view, the priority and pre-emption request is mainly from the APP layer instead of generating by EPS itself (since only the APP knows in which event/area the priority needs to be adjusted), while on the other hand the network needs to be involved to manage these priorities for resource management. Especially in the case of resource shortage, the network has to know which Group Communication to be prioritized or pre-empted resources from other Group Communications or other traditional services that supported by 3GPP.
Consequently these prioritizations shall not only be decided by EPS itself, but also when APP layer has coordinated with the network operator, the EPS shall reflect it in its priority mechanism. In addition, such priority/pre-emption shall not only consider between different Group Communications, but also consider between Group Communication and other traditional services supported by 3GPP since the resource management shall consider the whole picture of all communications to ensure efficiency and fairness.
The text is updated accordingly by the above analysis.

- The EPS shall provide a mechanism to support at least n priority levels for Group Communication

- The EPS shall provide a mechanism to support reassignment of Group Communication priority level.
- The network operator shall be able to support configuration of each Group Communication priority level, which enable the EPS to provide a mechanism allowing Group Communication to pre-empt lower priority traffic of other Communications from the network including non-Group and Group Communications.
