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Abstract: Proposes changes to section 4.3.1; Suggested rewording to define the capability of the network rather than basing it on the capability of the UE.
There are a couple of interpretations of for “Number of active Groups.”  Does it refer to the number of on-going (acitve) Group Communications occuring throughout the network, on a particular network element or only to a particular UE?  Is the current requirement on the capability of the UE or on the capability of the network?

Number of active Groups

The 3GPP system shall support “M2” distinct Group Communications to any one UE that is capable of concurrently supporting this many distinct Group Communications. ; the mechanisms defined shall allow future extension of this number.
