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Abstract:

Section 4.1.8 of TS 22.468 is listing requirements related to priorities and pre-emption of resources allocated to a group communication.

The Speech Group Call use case in Annex A1 describes a different set of priorities, used for speaker arbitration in an active group communication (floor control).

To avoid any confusion between the two kinds of priorities, it is proposed to clearly indicate in section 4.1.8. that the requirements are about allocation and retention of resources.

4.1.8
Priority and Pre-emption of GCSE Communication

The following requirements apply to the allocation and retention of EPS resources:
- The EPS shall provide a mechanism to support at least n priority levels for Group Communication

- The EPS shall provide a mechanism to reassign the priority level of a Group Communication. 

- The network operator shall be able to configure each priority level with the ability to pre-empt lower priority traffic.

- Based on operator policy the EPS shall provide a mechanism to allow pre-emption of lower priority traffic.
