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1 Introduction

This contribution proposes to clarify the relationship between GCSE_LTE and ProSe.
Specific changes and rationale:
Clause 2:

Add a reference to 22.278

Clause 3.1: 
The definition of ProSe Group is deleted as the text referencing the term is deleted in the requirements.

Clause 4.1.6
A modification to a group, including modification to the members of the group, should take effect immediately, regardless if the group members are using a network infrastructure or a ProSe communication path.  Adding a requirement regarding the timeliness of propagating changes to a group is more appropriate in this clause than 5.2.3 since it applies not only when ProSe is used but also when network infrastructure communication paths are used.

User perception of Group Communication

All group members in a given area shall receive the group communication at the same time according to user perception.

All changes to group membership (e.g., adding or removing group members) shall take effect in the GCSE Group as soon as possible.
All changes to active group membership (e.g., a member choosing to receive the group communications or not) shall take effect in the Group Communication as soon as possible.

Clause 5.2.3
The requirement is modified to clarify that group members can use different access technologies and still be considered part of the GCSE group.  With this and other modifications agreed at this meeting, the editor’s note is deleted.

A GCSE Group shall be able to be configured  to includemembers using ProSe Group Communications as well as members served by E-UTRAN

Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

GCSE Group: A set of members entitled to participate in the group communication service. 
Group Communication: communication among members of a GCSE Group that may involve various media and may involve group member(s) communicating either via E-UTRAN and/or via ProSe Group Communication..
Group Communication System Enabler (GCSE): A 3GPP feature enabling an application layer functionality to provide group communication over E-UTRAN.

Multipoint Service: A service used to distribute the same content to many UEs in a resource efficient way.
