Introduction
Group Call Service Enablers may also be provided for other applications than public safety; e.g. taxi dispatchers, building companies, public transport, harbor authorities, etc. In some cases, the Group Call Application will also be under control of the operator, but the Group Call Applications may also be provided by 3rd parties outside operator control.

The combination of supporting multiple Group Call applications and 3rd party application control implies that a network side interface for GCSE should be defined as a 3rd party interface.

High Level Requirements

The ability of a UE to make use of the Group Communication System Enabler provided by the 3GPP system shall be enabled on a per subscription basis. 

The system shall provide a mechanism to indicate network support of Group Communication System Enabler to the UE.

The UE shall have the ability to indicate the network support of Group Communication System Enabler to the user.

Group Communication System Enabler shall support various media such as conversational type communication (e.g. voice, video) or streaming (e.g. video) or data (e.g. messaging) or a combination of them.

The system shall be able to uniquely identify a group.

The system shall provide a mechanism to send a Group Communication to all group members.. 

Only UEs that are members of the GCSE Group shall be able to transmit to or receive from that GCSE Group via Group Communication.

The system shall provide support for authorized UEs to be able to dynamically participate in communications within different groups as and when needed by the user.

The system shall provide a network side 3rd party interface for Group Communication System Enablers. This implies that the interface supports e.g. charging and authentication/authorisation.
