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Abstract: A requirement is proposed for GCSE_LTE work to take into account the possibility that some Group Members may be attached via bearers other than E-UTRA.
1. Introduction

The successful completion of the work on Group Communications Service Enablers will mean that this future network mix will include LTE networks capable of supporting a range of group voice and data services with the richness of dispatcher features, quality of service levels and priority access and pre-emption capabilities that the public safety environment requires.

However, LTE networks may not always operate across the full geographic range within which public safety agencies are expected to perform their function. Public safety talk groups will have members of a GCSE Group that are not connected to the network via E-UTRA, but rather a wired connection.

As such, the solution provided to meet this requirement of GCSE_LTE should not exclude the possibility that a group may contain subscribers who are not attached to the E-UTRA.

A requirement is proposed below to indicate this possibility.
2. Proposed requirement

High Level Requirements
The system shall provide a mechanism for a Group Member that is not connected via a 3GPP network, to communicate in a Group Communication for a GCSE Group that it is a member of.

Note: This requirement accommodates the need to support a console-type dispatching device, which is most often a wired device used in Group Communications by Public Safety.
