Japan's Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communication (MIC) expresses in its official web site that 'the Ministry of Internal Affairs and Communications (MIC) will coordinate with telecommunications businesses to promote easier-to-use and easier-to-connect "disaster message services"' and that 'We would like to ask once again for the cooperation of all in times of large-scale disaster by making practical use of "disaster message services"'. According to the web site of Japanese version, those disaster message services are treated in parallel in the same importance as priority calls and emergency calls for use in times of disaster. NOTE: MIC does not mandate disaster message services in a form of regulation, while mandating priority calls and emergency calls.
