Proposal
To add a new use case as follows:

Use Case X – interaction with other forms of access control - EAB
A.B.1
Description

EAB is not bypassed; no operator requests "EAB bypass".
A.B.2
Pre-conditions

In the library of the university, there are several tabs for common use with ACDC capability and EAB capability. Students are encouraged not to rely on these tabs for emergency situation.
Alice's UE is with ACDC capability, which is set that DMB belongs to the disaster category.
Alice is a student who stays at the university and is reading a document with one of the tabs.

A disaster occurs in the university area.

A.B.3
Service flows
The network indicates in the disaster area that ACDC is currently activated to the disaster category. At the same time, the network indicates that EAB is currently activated.
The tab receives both these messages. Alice tries to inform her parents by uploading her status via DMB. Since DMB is allowed in ACDC but EAB is effective, the tab decides not to initiate DMB.
Alice's UE receives messages of ACDC. Alice searches in her big bag, finds the UE, and tries to inform her parents by uploading her status via DMB. The UE decides to initiate DMB as usual.
A.B.4
Post-conditions
Alice fails to contact her family with the tab for common use.

Alice successfully contacts her families via DMB to indicate her safety, using her UE.

Potential requirements

The requirement derived from this use case is:

The UE shall apply EAB to access attempts which ACDC has allowed.
