Per MTC Device or per MTC Group the core network shall be able to:
-	create bulk CDRs to countoptimize counting of chargeable events per MTC Group, either in parallel to or instead of CDR charging event creation per individual subscription.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]-	stop creation of per individual subscription CDRs for particular subscriptions.
-	count MTC Feature activation / de-activation by means of bulk CDRs per MTC group or CDRs per individual subscription.
-	collect charging data with a granularity (e.g. in time or location) that can identify the use of network resources when used outside the limits of subscription or MTC Feature, e.g. time window, location, or can identify when the MTC Device is overriding other restrictions (e.g. low priority).
-	count particular Monitoring events by means of bulk CDRsper MTC group or CDRs per individual subscription.
Note:	The above charging requirements apply to off line charging only.
