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Abstract: The rapporteuer of 22.468 has received questions on whether there are plans to propose a new Rel-13 work item for GCSE. This paper considers the situation of GCSE in Rel-13 and tries to propose a way forward on handling potential new GCSE features in Rel-13.
Status

1. Assuming an 18 months release cycle, after this meeting, SA1 are nearly half way through the planned Rel-13 stage 1 working period. 

2. So far there is no new work identified to be done on GCSE in Rel-13.

3. The GCSE features we had defined for Rel-12 were prioritised by SA and SA2 resulting in more than 50% (18.5 out of 34 Time Units) of features being handled in Rel-13 only.
Discussion
Considering the timelines, the next meeting in Jan 2014 would be a good point in time to start a Rel-13 WID for GCSE to introduce new requirements. 
On the other hand there is the back-log of SA2, assuming the workload situation in SA2 does not change much from Rel-12 to Rel-13, the remaining 18.5 Time Units for deferred Rel-12 features will most likely use up all available time in SA2 in Rel-13 for GCSE.
If there is an urgent need for new Rel-13 functionality and SA1 decides to have a corresponding WI for that, SA1 must also give some indication to SA2 on the relevance of the new functionality in relation to the functionality moved from Rel-12 to Rel-13. 
Otherwise it is very likely that the new functionality will be placed at the end of SA2’s priority list and thus likely moved to Rel-14.
If SA1 identify new functionality for Rel-13 and rank it higher than some moved Rel-12 functionality SA1 should also indicate which of the moved Rel-12 functionality could be dropped in Rel-13 if necessary.
According to SP-130335, the left-over functionality to be handled in Rel-13 are (C) Geographic Scope, (D) Floor Control, (E) User Interaction, (G) UE to Network Relay, (I) Roaming Scenarios, (J) High Availability, (K) Interworking (with non-3GPP networks) and (L) UE-AS Open Interface.

All of these functions the rapporteur considers important for the usability of GCSE in real world deployments, it is clear that any new Rel-13 functionality has to be of the same if not higher importance to add value in Rel-13, simply adding “nice-to-have” functions will not result in a useful GCSE feature in Rel-13 eventually.
Conclusion

When considering new Rel-13 functionality for GCSE SA1 delegates are kindly requested to take the above considerations into account to avoid spending time on functionality that in the end will not add value to Rel-13.
It is proposed that companies between now and the next meeting send their new features ideas either to the rapporteur or the SA1 email list for discussion.
