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1. Overall Description:

SA WG1 thanks GSMA Signalling Security Group for their LS SMS Barring. 
SA WG1 discussed the proposed modifications requested by GSMA in their LS. SA WG1 and provided updates in the TS 22.088 by including the following requirements

"In the case of SMS, this barring program shall allow the subscriber to send SMS only through an SMSC located in the home country irrespective of whether the mobile subscriber is located in the home country or a foreign country."
3GPP CT4 also discussed the potential solutions for SMS barring and provided the update to 3GPP TS 23.088 (stage 2 description of the call barring services) in Release 11 to modify the existing requirement regarding BOICexHC for SMS. The normative text and the corresponding SDL description have been agreed in the CR C4-132157 (attached to this LS).
SA WG1 informs GSMA Signalling Security Group that the proposed solution is applied for Release 11 and solutions for future releases will be defined.
