Currency

The national currency of Taiwan is New Taiwan Dollar (NTD). The exchange rate to one US dollar is about NTD 30. Airlines, department stores, hotels and most restaurants accept international credit cards including VISA, American Express, Diners Club, JCB, and Master Card, etc.

Electric Supply

Taiwan’s electricity is supplied at 110V 60Hz, the same as in the U.S. Most electrical outlets are two-pronged, with small prongs and no earth. Appliances from Europe, Australia or South-East Asia will need an adapter and/or transformer.
Weather

In January, the temperature ranges between 12℃ and 28℃, and the average temperature is about 18℃.
