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Introduction

This contribution describes a use case to expose special subscription information to the 3rd party .

Discussion
The MNO network supports to have special subscription with its users. For example, when the children visit the website using the smart phone, their parents want to eliminate information which may have negative effect. 
The MNO and the 3rd party sign an agreement on content filtering for the children. The parents could subscribe this service with the MNO. Then, if their children visit the 3rd party website, the content which has negative effect on children will be eliminated.
 The MNO and the 3rd party have to pre-agree on the special service. The users subscribe the service with the MNO. 
The MNO will expose this special subscription information to the 3rd party. Then, the 3rd party adjusts the content according to the agreement with the MNO for the subscribers.

Description

This use case describes the scenario where the MNO provides the special subscription information of UE to a 3rd party.

4.X.2
Pre-conditions
The MNO network provides the content filtering service for its users. The website A has an agreement with MNO on this service. 

Both Alice and Bob are under 18 years old. Alice’s parents have subscribed the content filtering service with the MNO, while Bob’s parents haven’t.

Service Flows

Both Alice and Bob visit the website A using their smart phones.
According to the agreement, the MNO expose the special subscription information to the website A. Then the website A knows that Alice is an under 18-year-old child, but have no such information for Bob.

Post-conditions

Alice will not get the information with negative effect, but Bob may get the information which is not fit for children.

Depending on the agreement of the MNO and the 3rd party, if the users subscribe the service, the MNO network shall provide the special subscription to the 3rd party .
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
