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Abstract: Proposal to complete the list of possible media types, and use the official 3GPP terms for them.
Discussion

SA1#65 produced the first version of TR 22.810, on "Study of Enhanced Calling Information Presentation", with 2 use cases.
The originally suggested media types represent a good variety of media that could be presented about the user but they do not conform to the official 3GPP media types. For example, TS 26.234 lists the following: speech, audio, synthetic audio, video, still images, bitmap graphics, vector graphics, text, timed text, 3GPP file format, and timed graphics. Not all of them are relevant for this service, and for the purposes of this TR it should be sufficient to include only "audio", and not both "audio" and "synthetic audio". Also, the final selection of supported media types should be discussed separately.
Proposal

This document proposes to use thenames of official 3GPP media types for the information about the user.

Please note that there are other input documents to this SA1 meeting, modifying different parts of TR 22.810, and some of the changes proposed here may become invalid once the other changes have been applied.
