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Abstract: A list of requirements for dynamic group management.
The following requirements are based on the consolidated TIA and public safety requirements.
There is no ordering associated with these requirements.  The numbers are present to facilitate easy discussion.  These numbers will be removed when added to the TS.  Later all requirements  in the TS will be numbered according to the chair’s updated procedures (S1-140116) used on ProSe TR 22.803
Suggest to add these requirements in the Dynamic Group Management section of the draft TS 22.179.

3.1 Definitions

Group Regroup: The temporary combining of a multiplicity of groups into a single group.
User Regroup:  The temporary combining of a multiplicity of users into a new group.

4.3.3 Dynamic Group Management (aka Dynamic Regrouping)
1. Group Regroup and User Regroup shall be manageable by PTT Administrators and suitably authorized MCPTT Users.

2. The temporary group formed by Group Regroup or User Regroup operations shall persist until torn down by a PTT Administrator or a suitably authorized MCPTT User.

3. The priority of the temporary group formed by a Group Regroup or User Regroup shall be established by the creator of the group within bounds established by PTT Administrators.

4. The temporary group formed by Group Regroup or User Regroup operations shall support all of the calling features of any other PTT Group, except the ability for a Group Regroup to be included in another Group Regroup.
4.3.3.1 Group Regrouping

5. The PTT Service shall provide a means of dynamically combining a multiplicity of groups into a new, temporary group (i.e., to perform a “Group Regroup”).
6. The PTT service shall provide a mechanism so that the creator of a Group Regroup can specify whether the newly created group is two-way (i.e., allows for responses from the members of the group), or one-way (i.e., can only be transmitted on by the creator of the group).

7. The PTT service shall notify MCPTT Users when any of their affiliated groups are affected by a Group Regroup.

8. Broadcast Groups shall be able to be included in a Group Regroup.

4.3.3.2 User Regrouping

9. The PTT Service shall provide a means for dynamically combining a multiplicity of MCPTT users into a new, temporary group (i.e., to perform a “User Regroup”).

10. The PTT service shall notify MCPTT Users when they are affected by a User Regroup.

11. The PTT service shall automatically affiliate the MCPTT Users included in a User Regroup with the dynamically created group.
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
