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Abstract: A list of requirements for PTT Priority Requirements.
The following requirements are based on the public safety and TIA TR 8.8 requirements.
There is no ordering associated with these requirements.  The numbers are present to ease the discussion.  These numbers will be removed when added to the TS.  Later all requirements  in the TS will be numbered according to the chair’s updated procedures (S1-140116) used on ProSe TR 22.803
Suggest to add these requirements in the PTT Priority Requirements section of the draft TS 22.179.

3.1 Definitions

Preemption: The act of terminating on-going calls in order to free up resources for a higher priority call request.
Top of Queue: When resources are not available to grant a call request, groups with “top of queue” priority are queued and are allocated system resources prior to any lower priority call requests.
4.6 PTT Priority Requirements
1
MC-PTT Service shall support multiple preemptive priorities.
2
The PTT Service shall provide a mechanism for PTT Administrators to create, under their authority, a preemption hierarchy for PTT Group transmissions and their associated users within their jurisdictional authority (i.e., to facilitate local management of the service and its resources).

3
The PTT Service shall support a preemptive priority where groups with preemptive priority shall be given resources to complete a call, even if lower priority calls have to be terminated.

[Editor’s note: A call that requires the use of pre-emption of resources shall still satisfy the call setup requirements.]

4
The PTT Service shall support a preemptive priority where groups with preemptive priority shall cause lower priority calls to be queued.

5
MC-PTT Service shall support multiple queuing priorities.

6
PTT requests for groups with queuing priority shall be queued, and the PTT service shall request resources for PTT requests with higher queuing priority prior to any lower queuing priority PTT requests.

7
The PTT Service shall support “top of queue” priority.

8
The PTT Service shall support a number (N) of users at the “top of the queue” priority, within an agency’s priority levels.

9
The PTT Service shall provide a mechanism for a PTT Administrator to configure time-to-live in queue for “top of queue” capability.

10
The PTT Service shall provide a mechanism for a PTT Administrator to establish the priority hierarchy and characteristics of PTT Group transmissions within their jurisdictional authority.
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
