Description

This use case describes the kind of geographic control required for defining the area that a PWS multi-media message is broadcast

Pre-conditions

The public safety agency creating a PWS multi-media message can define a geographic area that they want the message to target.
The PLMN operator has the ability to map any arbitrary geographic shape descriptor into  a set of cell sectors within that geographic coverage area by using their network coverage maps.

Service Flows

1. The public safety is currently dealing with an emergency identifies the need to notify the citizens within their jurisdiction about the emergency. The notification includes some pictures.
2. The public safety agency transmits the multi-media PWS message to the PLMN operator containing the geographic shape description of their jurisdiction boundaries.

3. The PLMN operator uses the transmitted geographic shape and maps it to a set of cell sectors which provide coverage within the public safety agency’s jurisdiction.

4. The PLMN operator transmits the multi-media PWS message only from those cell sectors in the selected set.

Post-conditions

The PWS multi-message is only broadcast in the specified geographic area specified by the public safety agency.
Note there are other similar reasons besides geographic jurisdictions this use case can apply to including:
- Different PWS multi-media messages with adjacent geographic boundaries

- The need to broadcast a PWS multi-media message only to a geographic area affected by the emergency and if it was received outside the affected area could create significant confusion and additional public safety issues

Potential Requirements

1. The PWS multi-media service allows the PLMN to broadcast only from selected cell sectors which correspond to a geographic coverage area defined by the PWS multi-message message originator.
