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Abstract: A list of requirements for imminent peril call.
The following requirements are based on the public safety and TIA TR 8.8 requirements.

There is no ordering associated with these requirements.  The numbers are presented to ease the discussion.  These numbers will be removed when added to the TS.  Later all requirements in the TS will be numbered according to the chair’s updated procedures (S1-140116) used on ProSe TR 22.803.

Suggest to add these requirements in the imminent peril call section 4.6.1.2 of the draft TS 22.179.

3.1 Definitions

Imminent Peril call:  A call prioritized in the event of immediate threat to any human life such as resulting from an authorized user’s observation of or engagement in a situation involving imminent peril to the general public (e.g., forest fire about to encircle campers, tanker truck ready to explode near a school, casualties at scene of a car bombing).  Imminent peril is an urgent call and highlights the potential of death or serious injury.
In-progress Imminent Peril: An Imminent Peril Group Call was granted and it has not yet been cancelled by an authorized user.
4.6.1.2 Imminent Peril call

4.6.1.2.1 Imminent Peril Group call Requirements

1. The PTT Service shall support Imminent Peril Group Calls from authorized PTT users
2. The PTT Service shall ensure that Imminent Peril Group Calls have the priority over all other MCPTT Group transmissions, except System Calls, Emergency Group Calls, and other Imminent Peril Group Calls.
[Editor’s Note: The inclusion of “System calls” is based upon acceptance of the System Call requirements.  If not accepted, then “System Calls” will be removed.]
3. The PTT Service shall be capable of requesting increased priority for all participants of an Imminent Peril Group Call.

4. The PTT Service shall be capable of changing a group call in progress to an Imminent Peril Group Call.
5. Imminent Peril Group Calls, including their content and signalling, shall have pre-emptive priority over all other types of PTT calls, except Emergency Group Calls, System Calls, and other Imminent Peril Group Calls.
[Editor’s Note: The inclusion of “System calls” is based upon acceptance of the System Call requirements.  If not accepted, then “System Calls” will be removed.]
6. The PTT Service shall provide the talker ID of the initiator of an Imminent Peril Group Call and an indication that it is an Imminent Peril Group Call to PTT users affiliated with the group.
7. The PTT service shall remove the Imminent Peril priority associated with the group when an In-progress Imminent Peril on that group is cancelled.
[Editor’s note: The interaction of emergency call and imminent peril call is FFS.]
8. The PTT Users affiliated with the group shall be notified when their group call transitions to In-Progress Imminent Peril.
9. The PTT Service shall maintain knowledge of the MCPTT User(s) that initiated the Imminent Peril Group Call.
10. The PTT service shall maintain an In Progress Imminent Peril condition for a group from the time the initial Imminent Peril Call was requested until the In Progress Imminent Peril condition is cancelled. 
Editor’s Note: Whether imminent peril and MCPTT Emergency Group Calls can be generalized is FFS.

 4.6.1.2.2 Imminent Peril Group call cancellation Requirements

11. The PTT service shall support cancellation of an In-progress Imminent Peril by an authorized PTT User.
12. The PTT service shall support cancellation of an In-progress Imminent Peril by the Imminent Peril Group Call initiator.
13. The PTT service shall support cancellation of an In-progress Imminent Peril when criteria created by the PTT Administrator are met.
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
